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To be sure, many countries today are facing a demographic challenge: too few babies, and an aging
population. However, most studies continues to show that people across the global world prefer, [ 8 ]
no external factors, to have two children per couple. That they often do not do so is, in the end, their
choice and their responsibility. Assuming that governments are not authoritarian, and not disposed to

impose choices on their citizens, they are obliged to respect that choice.
